On completion of works the accompanying "HOT WORK PERMIT" shall be signed and a copy remitted to the Attending Fire Brigade Officer.

gg.
Access to the vessel shall be granted to representatives of the Authority for inspection purposes and their instructions followed without prejudice to the authority.

hh.
If any of the conditions mentioned or as set out in the accompanying "HOT WORK PERMIT" change, hot works shall immediately cease. Fire Station Control Room shall be advised or a fresh application made.

ii.
In case of emergency the MPA Fire Station Control room should immediately be notified (Tel 240 3741 VHF CH 6).

GENERAL
(a)
Starting/finishing time must not exceed the Authorised Signatories/Responsible Officer’s working hours.

SECTION 1
Applies to all hazardous work not involving naked flame or continuous spark production and would include use of electrical equipment, use of air driven rotary equipment/materials over operating plant.

SECTION 2
Applies to all hot work involving high temperatures, open flame or continuous source of sparks, etc. This type of work includes but is not limited to:


Welding or burning


Grinding


Sand or grit blasting


Metal chipping


Tests for combustible gas should be carried out immediately before commencement of hot work and at frequent intervals as long as the work is in progress.
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
